Costs
Each participant is responsible for their airfare, insurance, and transportation 
to and from the Western Galilee. During your stay in the Western Galilee, 
P2G covers the costs: including your stay (two to a room, $300 supplement 
for singlerooms), transportation, program fees and most meals. There 
may be occasion that you will purchase your own meal during free time. 
Registration and fee is $180.00 for each Rabbi, Cantor and one leader from 
each congregation and $500.00 for additional participants.
